COMMUNITY QUILTING
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About our community quilting program:

We currently have THREE groups that meet in person from September to June at community centres or
other locations in Toronto. At least one of these groups continues (at a different location) during the sum-
mer months.

The Monday in person group meets every Monday (with a few cancellations for holidays or other events) at
Stan Wadlow Community Clubhouse, located at 373 Cedarvale Ave., Toronto, from 9:00 to 3:30. Members
bring their own sewing machines, projects and supplies, but there a usually a few kits available for someone
who wants a new project. There’s a kettle for tea, and people usually bring a lunch.

The Tuesday in person group meets every Tuesday with a few cancellations for holidays or other events) at
East York Community Centre, located at 1081-1/2 Pape Ave., Toronto, from 9:30 to 1:45. There are a few
Guild owned sewing machines there, and members typically work on guild projects, like sandwiching tops,
making backs, or other projects. Again, there’s a kettle for tea, a microwave for warming things up, and
people usually bring a lunch.

Our newest in person group is located at 200 Madison Ave. (enter through glass doors off MacPherson
Ave.), Toronto, and runs on Thursdays from 12:00 to 4:00. In addition to being open to members, this
meeting is open to residents of 200 Madison and neighbouring buildings, the hope being that people will
come to learn different sewing techniques. There are three Guild owned sewing machines there, and mem-
bers typically work on projects under the guidance of Janet Patterson and Mical Pearlman. Again, there’s a
kettle for tea and a microwave for warming things up.

There’s an expectation that people who attend one of the in person sessions will spend at least half of their
time working on CQ projects, but anyone is welcome to drop in to have the group help to sand-
wich a quilt of any kind (we have raised tables to work on, so it’s much easier!), to drop off fin-
ished items, or even just to have a chat. For people who are new to quilting, coming to some of these ses-
sions is a great way to learn new skills from experienced quilters and designers.

We also have two on line Zoom Sew-Alongs each week, on Tuesdays and Saturdays; these run throughout
the year, with few cancellations. People work on personal or CQ projects at home while talking to other
members...it’s amazing what one can learn at these sessions! These sessions were started during the pan-
demic, and were intended to be more of a social opportunity for our members; they’re a great way for out of
town members to stay in touch and for new members to connect with other members!

Since we don’t have any in person guild meetings until April, if you want to drop off finished quilts or pick
up a quilt sandwich to work on, please contact Anne M. to make arrangements.
